An
unsportsmanlike act, including, but not limited to, fighting or
inappropriate language, could result in suspension from the next game,
suspension from the team (temporarily or permanently), in addition to
financial penalties for my club. No alcohol is permitted at any Club
Sport event; whether or not the student or coach is of legal drinking age.
I agree to keep confidential any discussions or correspondence
regarding player eligibility. KSU will monitor the activities of its student
club athletes on social networking profiles. Specific prohibited content
includes: photos of club athletes in KSU club uniforms; photos of KSU
athletic events, photos of parties where alcohol or drugs are involved. I
agree to allow access to KSU staff as a “friend” if requested on said
social network profiles. I further agree to conduct myself with due
regard to public conventions and morals, and agree that I will not do or
commit any act or thing that will tend to degrade me in society or bring
me into public hatred, contempt, scorn or ridicule, or that will tend to
shock, insult or offend the community or ridicule public morals or
decency.
